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General Information

Meeting Times

Preschool* through 4th grade students meet Sunday mornings from 9:00 –
10:15 a.m. (See schedule)

5th through 10th grade students meet Sunday evenings from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m.,
unless otherwise noted on the schedule.

11th & 12th grade students will be enrolled in the Confirmation program and
will follow the schedule provided to them at the first parent/student meeting.

Retreat dates for 5th – 10th grades are on the schedule.

Please have your child to class on time. Late students disrupt class
and lose precious class time for everyone. Please do not pick your
children up before the end of class. This is also very disruptive. Your
cooperation is greatly appreciated!

*Preschool students must be 4 years old at registration and they
must be potty trained.

Tuition Fees

The 2007-08 tuition fees for registered parishioners are $60.00 per child
for students in Preschool – 10th grades. Fees for students enrolled in the
Confirmation program will be $80.00 per child. Fees will not exceed $200.00
per family. Half of the tuition fee must be paid at registration. The
remainder will be billed to you in January. Non-parishioner fees are much
higher and you must contact the Director regarding those fees.

Sacrament Requirements

Students enrolled in the 2nd grade will receive First Reconciliation and
First Communion. They must be baptized prior to the reception of these
sacraments and have attended a Religious Education or Catholic school
program the year prior to enrolling in a sacrament preparation class. A copy
of their Baptismal certificate must be given to the Director with your child’s
registration form. Students must attend class and Sunday Mass on a
regular/weekly basis, attend all retreats and parents must attend all
scheduled parent meetings.
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Students enrolled in the 11th and 12th grades will be in the Confirmation
class. This is a two-year program. Students must have attended a Religious
Education or Catholic school program the year prior to enrolling in the
Confirmation program. All students must attend Faith Sharing sessions on a
regular basis, complete 30 hours of service (at least 15 hours through planned
program service projects), attend all parent/student meetings and attend the
St. Meinrad retreat at the close of their senior year.

Failure to comply with the above rules may result in a delay of reception of
said sacrament.

Materials

Textbooks are provided to students in Kindergarten – 9th grades. Bibles are
given to 4th grade students. If your child loses his/her textbook, you may
purchase a new copy for $15.00.

All school supplies are provided by the program.

Mass Attendance

Students should attend Mass on a regular basis. If your child is enrolled in a
sacrament class they must attend on regular basis.

Attendance

Regular class attendance is very important. If your child misses a class,
please check with his/her teacher to find out what was covered in that class.
If your child misses more than two classes in a row, you will be contacted
regarding the absences.

Classroom Discipline

Students are expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner at all
times. If a student is consistently disruptive, a phone call will be made to the
parents. The teachers have a lot of material to cover in 1-2 hours (depending
on grade) and if they have to constantly correct a disruptive child, time is
taken away from the other students.

Dress Code

Students should be properly attired when attending classes. Basically, if an
outfit is inappropriate for school, it is inappropriate for Religious Education
classes. If a student is not properly attired, parents will be contacted and
asked to bring appropriate attire for your child.
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Prayer Services

Students in grades 1st – 4th will have prayer services during the year. These
services will provide an opportunity for the children to plan as well as
participate in the service. Parents are invited and encouraged to attend
these services and share some “prayer time” with your children. Dates are
included with the calendar. All prayer services will begin at 9:55 a.m. unless
otherwise noted.

Service Projects

Besides learning about our faith, our students will have opportunities to “live
their faith” through service projects. Service projects will be at various times
throughout the year and information will be sent home as it comes available.
Each class will do at least one service project a year and no more than three
for the entire year. The program sponsors a child through the Christian
Foundation for Children and the Aging. Your child may participate in this
project by bringing “spare change” for our sponsorship jar.

Dismissal

A parent or older sibling must pick up students in Preschool,
Kindergarten and 1st grade. If someone other than a parent or sibling is
picking up, please contact the Director prior to pick up time.

Students in morning classes should exit the building through the double
doors, if they are attending 10:30 Mass or through the south door if they are
going home. Please watch for children in the parking lot, they don’t
always remember to watch for you!

Students in the 5th – 10th grades should enter and exit the building through
the south door only!

Phone calls

If a student needs to make a call regarding illness, transportation, etc. they
must see the Director to use the telephone. Students should not be using cell
phones during class times.

Tobacco, Drugs & Alcohol

Under no circumstances will students be allowed to have possession of
tobacco, alcohol or drugs at any church-related activity. This includes
Religious Education classes, Confirmation sessions, field trips, National
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Catholic Youth Conference, retreats and the St. Meinrad Weekend. Any
student found in possession of these items will be sent home after a call is
made to his/her parents.

Cancellation Due to Bad Weather

In case of inclement weather, you will be contacted by your child’s teacher
prior to the start of class.

Religious Education Office Hours

The Religious Education Office is open Sundays during class times; Tuesday
& Wednesday from 9:00 – 2:00 and varied hours on Thursday. The office has
a 24 hour voice mail service. Messages received will be returned as soon as
possible. The Religious Education Office phone number is (317) 485-5103.
