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Pittsford Fire Department Band
Uniform Guidelines

The Pittsford Fire Department Band uniform consists of two classes:
Class A for all judged parades and concert performances
Class B for all less formal occasions.

CLASS A UNIFORM DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this guide is to explain the various parts of the uniform and how they should be worn.

The uniform consists of shoes, sock, pants, belt, shirt, tie, collar brass, hat and hat brass.

Shoes:
Shoes must be black (solid color), clean and polished with black laces.

Socks:
Socks must be black (solid color).

Pants:
Uniform pants are supplied by the band and are navy blue with a single white stripe down each
leg. The pants are to be hemmed with no cuff and there should be no break in the pants leg
where it touches the top of the shoe, the white strip should be a straight line with no break. See
figure 1.

Belt and Buckle:
The uniform belt is white with a silver buckle. The belt shall be arranged so that the right edge of
the buckle lines up with the line created by the fly opening of the pants and edge of the shirt
where it buttons. The silver tab on the loose end of the belt must be pulled through the buckle and
its right edge must line up with the left edge of the buckle. See figure 2.

Shirt:
The shirt will be supplied by the band and consist of a navy blue uniform shirt with shoulder
epaulets and covered breast pockets (similar to military style). The F.D. Band patch must be on
the left sleeve centered on the arm and 1 inch from the shoulder/sleeve seam. See Figure 3.

Collar brass must be affixed to the collar and centered using the collar seams. Note that the
fireman’s helmet is right side up as you look at the uniform. See Figure 4.

While wearing the uniform the line created when the shirt is buttoned should line up with the fly
line of the pants and belt to create one continuous line (know as the gig line See Figure 2) from
the collar to the fly. Cuffs are to be buttoned.

Tie:
The tie supplied by the band is white. It should end within 1 inch of the center of your belt.

Hat:
The hat is navy blue with a polished black brim. Hat brass is silver and the braid is white. (Note it
is your responsibility to maintain these items in proper condition.) The hat must be worn on the
head with hair tucked inside and positioned so that with two fingers placed at the top of the bridge
of your nose and angled down at a 45o angle the brim will just touch your fingers. See Figure 5.
Long hair should be up and be able to be tucked inside the hat.
