	Recipients of the WKHT Education award may apply bi-annually. However, first consideration will be given to those applicants who meet the criteria and have not received a WKHT award.
WKHT Education award shall be limited to an applicant for only one (1) undergraduate degree or equivalent, only one (1) master’s degree and only one (1) doctorate degree. 
Final selection of  awardees is the sole responsibility of the WKHT Education Committee and final approval from the Executive Board.

The Education award grant will be paid only in the recipient’s name, and presented at WKHT Society general membership meetings. A certified check will be mailed to those students attending school on the mainland, and unable to attend the general membership meeting.
